All the philosophical arguments about the existence of God may
not mean much if, as the research psychiatrist Andrew
Newberg says in his book Why God Won't Go Away (This Is Your
Brain On Religion, the human brain may be “hard-wired” to give
us spiritual experiences. Rev. Weston-Jones will speak about
how the new “neurotheologists” think our brains may control
what we can experience and believe.

Dear Ones:

Recently | heard the following anecdote:

Three people were asked what they did for a living. The first
said, “ 1 make $20 an hour.” The second said, “I cut stone.”
The third said, “I’'m building a cathedral.”

The point of this, of course, is “vision”. Obviously, all
three answers were essentially true. But the third person was
inspired by a vision. For that person, it wasn’t merely a job to
be done. Rather, it was something more. It was a vision of
potential and possibility. With vision, we see the “why” of
whatever it is we're doing in a very different way.

So | ask, what’s our vision for UUFS? Since we’re UU’s,
we probably each have our own idea of that. For me, | would
say that my vision for UUFS is to build a multi-faceted
community of diverse people who are religiously liberal, who
accept one another in their diversity and who support each
other in deepening their spiritual lives.

If UUFS is only for people exactly like ourselves with
whom we can say whatever we want and not be
challenged...well...that’s not my vision. As our Unitarian
ancestor Francis David so famously said, “We don’t have to
think alike to love alike.”

Now, please don’t misunderstand. I’'m proud of what
we have accomplished here at UUFS. It is an exciting, robust,
growing congregation which | love deeply. But | also know we
can do better. We certainly are welcoming to folks who
identify as gay or lesbian, but | wonder: would we welcome
someone who identified as transgendered or who came to
services in drag? We obviously welcome folks who are
Buddhist, but how welcome do our Christian brothers and
sisters feel? Clearly, many of our members are politically
liberal, but how comfortable would a Republican feel in our
midst?

| happen to know that there are Christians in our
midst, and there are Republicans in our congregation. Sadly, |
believe that we tacitly require that those folks stay “in the
closet”, and my vision of UUFS tells me that this is unfair, as |
hope yours does, as well.

This past weekend Kit and | went to the Joseph
Priestley District of the Unitarian Universalist Association’s
District Assembly. Among many other wonderful ideas that
were discussed was the concept of “culture change”.

That’s what | would hope for our congregation- a
cultural change. Part of that, | believe, involves being more
open and honest about who we really are, taking the risk that
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we will be loved for who we are, just as We are. “Coming out”, as it were, as a
Republican or Christian or theist or whatever. But it also requires that those in the
“dominant culture” ratchet up our “love quotient” - not because everyone agrees with
our politics or our theology, but because each of us- including Republicans- have
“inherent worth and dignity”- a foundational concept for Unitarian Universalists.
Additionally, | would hope that we would focus on social justice, rather than politics.
Clearly, sometimes these overlap, but even when our politics differ, we must covenant
with one another to remain thoughtful, kind, and considerate.

If, in our gatherings, we heard someone make a disparaging remark about a
Jewish person or an African American, wouldn’t we challenge them? So | wonder why
wouldn’t we challenge someone making a negative remark about Republicans?

May we continue to be open to a greater, more inclusive vision, and may we
joyously and joyfully continue the work of making UUFS “a lighthouse, rather than a
clubhouse”.

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From the desk of Karen Goyer, Board President
Unitarian Universalist Fellowship at Salisbury
May newsletter, 2010

| have been thinking a good bit about leavings and
beginnings lately. | am a “lame duck” as President of the Board
of Trustees, and someone else’s turn will come to take this
position in May. Hopefully, | will move on to service somewhere
else in our church structure, so in actuality this is a transition for
me and not an ending.

| have also been thinking about another transition, the
passing on of my friend Millie Ziegler. | say “my friend”, but we
never had dinner together, did ‘t call to chat about what was
going on with our families, or give spontaneous advice about a
new paint color for the living room, things | might do with other
friends.

What we did have was a constant and predictable
presence in one another’s lives, based, | know, in mutual
affection and respect. | was the customer at Camden Corners,
her remarkable flea market business in Fruitland, and she was
the proprietress, for nearly 20 years.

Perhaps, in part, it was our mutual delight in the odd,
beautiful, and useful things that wound up at Camden Corners,
and the ability to “recycle” those things that was the initial basis
for our enjoyment of each other. | have spent countless hours of
delight amid the glass, kitchen paraphernalia, furniture,
knickknacks, movies, cords for TV’s and craft supplies. The sheer
adventure of never knowing what | would find on any given day
at my favorite flea market would put a smile on my face just
driving up and parking.

It was not just the stuff, however, that made Camden
Corners and Millie so special. It was clearly Millie herself, Wendy
and David, Tom, and all the others who served as staff
throughout the years. At the heart of it all, however, whether
she was there or not, was Millie.

Two incidents serve as illustrations for me of Millie’s
putting her life energy into what she really believed. When my
eldest daughter, Elizabeth, was about 6 years old, and we had
been regular customers for a few years, she had saved her
birthday and Christmas money to buy her very first video game
system. She had to decide whether to buy a new system and
games, or to use the money at Camden Corners to buy a system
someone else had already used.

| still have the visual image of Liz’s small bright head and
Millie’s dark one (with a cigarette hanging off the fingers of one
hand as usual), both utterly serious, as Millie took the time on a
busy Saturday to specifically and graphically illustrate the
meaning of money and what it will buy. | particularly remember
Millie warning Liz, “Now, remember, when it’s gone, it’s gone
(the money)” rather than offering to lower the price so Liz got

everything she wanted without struggling with a hard choice. |
saw Liz this week and she too remembers this decision and how
important it was to her. To view this as a life-changing event
may seem exaggerated, but the fact that Liz’ consumer and MTV
driven peer group has not driven many of her choices is
significant to me. Value and values were equally what Millie was
about.

The second situation was after our first house fire (2 in
a year—long story). If you have ever experienced this event, you
know how devastating and disorienting itis. You don’t have a
toothbrush or a screwdriver or a pancake turner, and no matter
how generous your insurance company is, starting from scratch
in a bare apartment is almost indescribably daunting.

So we went to Camden Corners because | knew we
could find much of what we needed quickly. We walked up to
the counter and there was Millie leaning over it as usual. As
soon as the words were out of my mouth she went into action.
David went and got two laundry baskets and she began to fill
them. When | said | didn’t have much money yet, she just said it
was ok, she knew which of her vendors would donate and which
would discount deeply for someone in trouble, and that very
night we were able to cook in a kitchen and sleep on clean
sheets, hugely important to recovering from the trauma of the
fire for all of us. | will never forget or cease being grateful to
her, not just for the pancake turner but for the real human care
in her response.

Millie understood about being in trouble, about not
having much, about what the vulnerable need. We shared some
of our personal experiences and beliefs through the years, and
she was always hugely supportive of my work with recovering
women and their children as well.

However, she was no pushover, and I still chuckle at the
memory of the first time | saw the gigantic bad check under the
glass of the front counter. If people are going to behave badly,
they deserve to deal with the consequences of their own
choices, and she made no bones about it, no matter her level of
personal compassion. It was one of the things | respected about
her most.

Many of her regular customers had nicknames—the
picture lady, the chicken lady—mine was Harry Potter because
when my girls were little she knew they were crazy about Harry
Potter collectibles and she would save them for me for a week
or two weeks until | came in again. | was secretly quite proud to
have a nickname—I felt like it made me a bit special. What|
knew, of course, is that we were all special. In many ways Millie
was a born saleswoman.

So, a light went out of this world on March the 12th,
2010, and | acknowledge the transition and grieve for it.
Camden Corners is closing. My sympathy goes to Bill and the
rest of her family and close friends. She is truly irreplaceable.
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But the service, the hundreds and thousands of decisions Millie made
that affected so many lives, lives on. This, too, is a transition, and it
proves to me once again how important those “tiny” decisions are in
our lives and the lives of those we touch.

So when the nominations committee, or a committee you
might be interested in, comes to you and offers you the opportunity
to serve, consider it. Millie would perhaps not have been considered
religious in the formal sense, and | don’t even know if she believed in
a formal God. What | am quite sure of, as Rosamund Pilcher says, is
that God certainly believed in her. If | can walk the walk as she did,
then | would consider myself to be a successful human being,
regardless of my human failings. Individual people were truly
important to Millie, and that made her a very important person.

Thank you so much for the gift of your presence, Millie. | will
miss you, more than you probably would have believed. May the
peace of the Spirit be with you.
