Plate Donations 
 
Prior to mid 2006 the UUFS contributions to outside 
organizations were paid for by a budgeted annual 
allocation which tended to vary according to our 
projected income. 
 
During discussions at that time Karen Goyer proposed 
that this process be replaced by allocating the Sunday 
Plate Donations to this effort instead of to general 
income. As the existing outside donation budget 
approximately equaled the existing Plate Donations, it 
would balance out, while giving the members an 
ongoing opportunity to donate to organizations that 
they supported. 
 
Contact was made with other UU Fellowships and the 
current process established:- 
 
The Social Action Committee is responsible for 
identifying appropriate organizations and reacting to 
immediate emergencies such as Katrina, the Haiti 
Earthquake, Asian Tsunami, Myanmar Hurricane, etc. 
 
As there are probably an extremely high number of 
worthwhile organizations we decided that a limit of 
about 20 would mean that there would be about two 
collections a year for each. Our members are requested 
to nominate new candidates, and to identify which 
organizations would be replaced (not an easy task!). A 
list of the current organizations is on the Social Action 
Notice Board. 
 
In mid 2008, the Fellowship voted to allocate one 
Sunday each month to collect for the Ministerial Fund, 
and this continues today. 
 
To date we have collected over $17,000 for outside 
organizations, while adding approximately $2,500 to 
our Ministerial Fund. 
 
The regional breakdown is 
Local 53%, National 16%, International 31%
